(B) Performance computer
(Windows2000 + OpenGL) with
grid-based visual interface,
permits conductor to
dial audience phones
in deliberate patterns.�

(D) Vertical video beamer, projects the performance 
computer's video display onto the audience itself

Base transceiver station: a
microcell antenna, modified 
to have additional signaling
capacity, transmits calls to
participant mobile phones.

(C) Middleware Linux PC
with Aculab telephony 
hardware, connected to 
two 2Mbit E1 lines, converts 
dialing requests into actual
phone calls. Up to 60 phone
calls may be placed at the 
same instant.

(A) Web-based registration terminals
capture participant information and
provide special seating tickets.

Database server manages 
records of phone numbers, 
seating locations, ringtones, 
and phone models.

The audience is the orchestra.
participants come pre-equipped with
their own instruments, or borrow
an instrument for the event. 

The audience is the active score.
when an instrument is activated,
a spot of light is simultaneously
cast onto it from the video projector, 
above. Instrumentalists may observe 
themselves in a 12-meter wide mirror, 
opposite. Participants also hold small 
keychain devices (E), which light up 
when near a ringing phone.
